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Binomials consist of two terms
That are like two peas in a pod.
While they are both separated,
They are part of the whole.
The two terms are usually separated by a sign
Which is either addition or subtraction.
Binomials can be added and subtracted,
As well as, multiplied and divided.

Addition of binomials is
A piece of cake
It is very much like standard addition.
The only step that differs
Is dropping the parenthesis
After completing this step
The rest is the same
After adding regularly 
You should get your solution

Subtraction is different 
It is just a bit tricky
Removing the parenthesis 
Won’t fix the problem
This is because of the two signs
Both peas in the pod 
Have to be subtracted
So the subtraction sign has to be distributed
The rest is just combining like terms
To find the answer

Multiplying binomials 
Requires a special method 
That is known as FOIL.
First, you multiply the first terms.
Then, the outer terms.
After the outer,
You must multiply the inner terms.
The final step is to multiply the last terms.
Once this is done,
Simplify to get the answer.

Like Multiplying, 
Dividing has a method.
Actually, not just one but two.
These methods are long and synthetic division.
Choosing a method can seem like a chore,
But the choice is obvious
That synthetic is the way to go,
Because it is faster and easier to do.

Binomials aren’t too bad
They are just two stubborn peas 
That make life difficult
